The
boys who were not boarders got admission
in the school only because of high recomm-
endation. I was a day student there.

In my school there I had so many
friends. some were Negroes, some were
Europeans, some were Indians, Sri Lankans
and Pakistanis. The friends of mine were
very sincere to me, may be because [ was a
"white man® to them. Perhaps you may not
believe when I say that ong of my closest
Negro friends named ‘Danladi yashim® had
three wives and five children. His age was
34, Ageis not an obstacle from going to
school. Though their ages are like these
all are boys in the school premises.

The time-table of the work to be
done by a <tudent in the school is very
interesting. At five o’clock in the morning,
the wakening bell rings. It is the duty of
the timekeepar prefect to ring the bell in
time. All the studeits in the dormitory
should get up from bed at that time. If it
is raining or snowing, it is not an excuse to
sleep a little more time. If any body is
disobeying, the prefect’s whip' will kiss the
body of the boy heavily. A prefect or a
monitor is dictator” in his field. No boy



has any right to say anything against him.
After getting up five o’ clock, it is the duty
of the labour prefect to assign work for the
boys according to-their classes. The mode
of work is very interesting-to cut the grass
of the staff quarters and school premises.
Some boys go to clean the toilets in the
dormitory and in the school, and the others
clean the class rooms. and staff-rooms. All
should finish their morning duty before
6.30 A.M: Between 6,30 and7.00, they get
ready to come to school. Remember that
all the day students are sleeping in there
homs peacefully: The break fast is supplied
for the boarders between 7.00 A.M. and
7.30A.M. All boys must stand in rows With
the plates in their hands in the dining hall.
The food-prefect supervises all these and
the dutymaster does the over-all supervision
After the break-fast, the boys move to their
respective classes. All the form masters go
for the roll-call. After this the boys
assemble in front of the administrative block
for the morning assembly.

All the staff members also assemble there
Then the Principal comes majestically with
a walking stick though he'is young. All the
boys should be in their uniform, ie White
shirt, Black Pants, White Socks, Black
shoes, a neck tie and a black over coat.
When the Principal greets the teachers and
then boys, all the boys must say in obe
voice- “*“Good morning Sirs-s-s”’. Then the
Principal makes important announcements.
The Principal calls the names of the boys
who did any mistake on the previous day

10

and commands them to lic down on the
floor. Then the surgeant comes and beats
the boys with a whip ten or fifteen times.
If the boys are showing any hesitation, the
Principal stamps with boots on the heads
of the boys and sometimes blood gushes
out from the body and sticks on the walls.

After the assembly the classes begin’at 8-15
A. M. If there is any free period, the boys
should change their school uniforms and
put the school banians and go and fetch

water for their masters in the staft quarters
No boy is exempted from doing the work
assigned by the monitor. After the eighth
period at two o’ clock, The classes are over.
The boys rush to the dormitory to change
the dress and after another bell they go to
the dining hall to have their lunch. They
can take rest till 3-30 P. M. From 3-30 to
5-00, all should go to their respective courts
and practise their games. The games mastel
also comes to the field. If anybody is sick,
the duty master takes him to the hospital.
The dinner is supplied at 6-30. Till 7-30 the
bovs sing and dance in the dining hall-
especially on Saturdays. After 7-30, till 9-30
there is night preparation in the school. No
student should take any book from the
school to the dormitory or to the houses.
At 10-00 the bell rings for bed-check and
the duty master goes to the dormitory for
bed-check. A student in the dormitory is
free from his duties after ten o’ clock. Can
we imagine this kind of a systematic
education in kerala ?

Later when they are in some
responsible position either at home or
outside, they are able to contribute much
towards these causes.

The way he had tempered his rich talent
with the other two characteristics enabled
him to get ontop of the best bowling
attacks in the world.

Temperament was his greatest asset



He never opened out till he had a measure
of the bowling. Even though he had been
a great hooker of the ball in his earlier
years, he scrcely used this stroke as it was
quite risky.

Technically he has been the most
perfect in contemperory cricket. After he
had settled down it was absolutely difficult
to get him out. He is a master technician
and a great craftsman. He has the ability
to leave the ball even at the last moment.

I can’t enumerate how many times
Gavaskar has saved India from the brink
of defeat, and many times he had been the
lone bright star of Indian defeated side.

Gavaskar’s greatest innings had been
the 221 which he made at the Oval in
England. In the recently concluded west
Indies tour of India, when there was a
great clamouring for his ouster of the team
he hit a tremendous innings of 121 against
Marshall, Holding and Co. which was the
fourth fastest century in Test Cricket.
