Science is a field of questions. Now
another question arose, does anything
else is contained in a vacuum ? Is a void
really void ?

Vacuum lift

Suction pumps were already known
to ancient civilisation. Water could be
raised to a considerable height with their
aid. Water very obediently followed the
path of the piston of such a pump.

Ancient philosophers thought about
the causes of this phenomena and con-
cluded that water follows the position
because nature fears a vacuum and so
does not leave any free space between
the position and the water. But one
peculiar thing was noticed that water
could be drawn to a maximum height of
10 metres and after that the very same
vacuum which nature fears was found.

In 1654, 11 years after Torrecelli's
discovery, the action of atmospheric
pressure was graphically demonstrated
by the Burgomestes of Magdeburg,
Ottovon Gurericke. Two copper hemi-
spheres were connected by an annular
washer. The air in the hemisphere was
pumped out by a pope attached to one of
the hemispheres, after which it was im-
possible to separate the hemispheres.

This is an incident many os us have
heard of or sometimes studied of.
Magdeburg defeated the people and the
forces not because of extraordinary power



or black magic. It was a work done by air.
When the spheres were vacuum the air
outside these spheres pushed it from all
sides not allowing it to open even by the
force of 10 horses, and it is sure that the
power of even 100 horses may not over-
come it.

In the upper part of Torecellian tube
there was neither mercury nor air, But,
according to Descartes something else
was there and he called the something
‘Ether’. Everybody has heard the word
‘Ether’. But unlike meanings it acquires
in different situations! But was this a new
concept ? No, it was not. But before
passing into it let us push off to the
characteristics of Ether. Newton held
three basic views about it.

(1) Celestial bodies are filled with noth-
ing. This nothing is what fills univer-
sal space.

(2) Space is filled with some Kind of
matter. It is something not better to
guess and beyond the limits of ex-
perimentation.

(3) Everything in the universe from the
emptiness between bodies and
bodies themselves is permeated with
the finest particles of Ether. Etheris
transparent and makes no friction.

Now let us take a look at the histori-
cal background of Ether. Ether was the
Greek God of Atmosphere. He was the
special air present in the mount Olympus
and which the god breathes. Aether was
the son of Erebvus and Mnyx, the gods of
darkness of underworld and night.
Aristotle denied the existence of vacuum.

But he thought of a state where there is
no water, no air, no fire and no earth.
There came the necessity to introduce
the fifth element, 5th substance, i.e. the
quintessence. The dictionary meaning:
powers and fifth of all essence contain-
ing the essence of four, Ether. Aristotle
called Ether 'immortal and divine'. But
Phytagoras had a different view. He said
that cold. Etherwas air colder and denser.
Ether was water in general. The soul
according to him, was also a part of the
Ether and the soul was invisible because
Ether is invisible. Chrysippus believed
that Ether is a kind of fire, the leading
element of universe.

But the true renovator of Ether hy-
pothesis is Rene Desvates, champion of
the Torrecillian vacuum and opponent of
simple emptiness, emptiness in general.
He declared that absolute emptiness is
impossible. He concluded that there are
three kinds of matter consisting of three
types of particles, earth, air and fire and
which are in motion. As absolute emp-
tiness is impossible, any motion of any
particle brings others into their former
sites, and all matter is in continuous
motion, forming a great many rotational
vortices with the most diverse proper-
ties.

S0 we many say emptiness is called
emptiness precisely because it consists
of nothing. But this is not exactly so.
Absolute emptiness ‘exists’ only theoreti-
cally. Real empty place, however, is not
a simple void. It is a physical vacuum, a
complex inter mixture of spontaneously .
appearing and immediately vanishing
fields.

THE FANTASTIC LITHOSPHERE

The lithosphere is the topmost portion
of the earth on which the continents and
ocean basis rest. It is very thick in the
continental regions where it has as average
thickness of 40 km and thin in the ocean
where it may have a maximum thickness of
12 km. It constitutes about 1% of the earth's
volume and 0.4% of the earth's mass.

Though the lithosphere technically
consisted of both the land mass and the ocean

floor it is often used to indicate only the land -

surface. Regarding this, the lithosphere forms
only */,, of the total surface of the earth. The
rest '/ , is taken up by the oceans.

As we see it today the topmost portion
of the land surface is sand and soil. Much of
the sand and soil have derived from rocks.
Therocks themselves were originally formed
from the moltenmagma, which erupted from
the interior of earth. Powerful earth move-
ment have heaved up some of the rocks to the
topsurface where they are exposed to the
climatic influences. The process by which
rocks are broken down into sand is known as
"weathering".

During the day time the rocks are heated
greatly by the sun and consequently the outer
layers of rocks undergo a certain amount of
expansion. During night the air temperatures

fall close to freezing point, resulting in the
contraction of the expanded layers. As a
result of this unequal expansion and con-
traction of rock minerals, a series of cracks or
Joints develop in the outer rock layers, which
ultimately split up into angular blocks,
fragment or grains.

We know that the face of the earth, that
is its visible surface has undergone many
changes in the past. Geologist explain these
changes as the consequence of the cooling
and contraction of the earth, through thou-
sands of years. This explanation seemed
quite unsatisfactory to German scientist
Alfred Wegener. In 1915 wegener published
abook on the origin of continents and oceans
in which he advanced a new theory, the
theory of continental drift.

This theory claimed that the changes in
the appearance of the Earth is due to the
shifting of continents. Wegener grounded
his theory primarily on two premises. First
that the geological formation and fossil re-
mains of present far away continents showed
striking similarity, Second that some of the
continents showed astonishingly compli-
mentary coast lines. The east coast of south
America for example, match with the west
coast of Africa so finely that they would fit
together exactly, if they were brought to-
gether.

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ACUPUNCTURE

In the year of 1971, two American
Surgeons conducted an operation in a
hospital at Peking. Their aim was to
remove a big fleshy substance from the
stomach of the patient. They did not
give anesthesia to the patient. What
they did was, inserting some brass
needles in a peculiar way into the wrist
of hand. And, so the patient was able
to see and understand the operation
with out any pain or uncomfortablity.
This was the beginning of usage of
acupuncture in modemn medical sci-
ence.

What is acupuncture ? Acupunc-
ture is a medical system in which small
brass needles are inserted into the body
at different points for relieving pain and
curing various diseases.

Acupuncture originated in China
as a form of medical treatment 2,500
years ago It has been practised by the
Chinese ever since.

The treatment involves the inser-
tion of small metal needles into one or
many of 365 spots on the human body.
Each of these spots designated by
ancient Chinese doctors, represents a
particular function or organ of the

human body. Accordingly a heart or
a liver line can be traced by linking the
appropriate spots which relate to the
particular organ. If a patient has eye
trouble the needles will be inserted to
his eye line, which may not necessarily
come any where near the eye. The
needles do not go deep and are not
painful. The needle inserted is moved
to and fro slowly for a short time. A
single treatment may last only 10 min-
utes.

The Chinese or modern medicine
are not able to give a scientific defini-
tion accurately to the treatment by
acupuncture. When the brass needleis
inserted in a part of body the reaction
takes place in other parts of a body.
Using this method Malaria, Intestinal
problems, Rheumatism, deafness etc.
are being treated in china from genera-
tion of generation. In our country
acupunctural treatment is available

Combining the old acupuncture
and modemn technology, scientists have
developed Electro acupuncture, laser
therapy etc. Inthe laser treatment less
powered laser is used for the brass
needle in acupuncture.
