phenomenon has also been observed in the
tenuous ionized gases of the earth’s outer at-
mosphere especially in the Van Allen Radiation
Bell of the thermosphere. The Welder’s
torches (electric and the carbon arc) also have
ionised gases around them. But which is the
commonest example of a plasma? It is simply
a flame. The flame may be of any colour, but
the gases are always ionized.

The Birth

The Plasma phenomenon first appeared
before the scientists during the cathode ray ex-
periments. Edison who first observed the fluo-
rescence in a vacuum tube made it a fashion
for every scientist to experiment with it. Dur-
ing this time, in 1821 Humphry Davy Chris-
tened the electric arc. Referred to as the fourth
state of matter, by William Crookes, the very
name behind the Crooke’s dark space, IrVing
L angnuir coined the word plasma in 1928. A
gas which is composed of a nearly equal num-
ber of +ve and -ve free charges (positive ions
and electrons) is called a plasma after the origi-
nal definition by him. Since then it was invented
that there is a presence of the fourth state of
matter in many or rather all the astro physical
phenomena, both in stellar atmosphere and in
inter steller state.

One thing is assumed. Plasma technol-
ogy has a bright future. In fact, it holds the key
to the solution to ‘energy crisis’. Production of
plasma from Hydrogen which is available in
plenty as the major ingredient of water will
open up the path for achieving atomic fusion
under laboratory conditions. Thus plasma be-
comes part of our life line.
