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Glimpses of Siddhanta Siromani

Bhaskaracharya (A.D.1114), author of the well known ‘Sidhanta Siromani’ in four sec-
tions, Lilavati, Bijaganita, Ganitadhyaya and Goladhyaya, was the greatest Indian mathemati-
cian and astronomer of the post-middle age. The present paper presents, with elucidation in
terms of Modern Mathematics, representative problems posed in Bhaskarara’s Lilavati on
arithmetic and geometry and in Bijaganita in algebra.

Bhaskaracharya or Bhaskara the Second, was the greatest Indian astronomer and math-
ematician of the post-middle ages. He was born in a small town near the Sahyadri range in the
western ghats and has been widely acclaimed during his own life time and afterwards, not only
for his outstanding achievements in astronomy and mathematics, but also for his extraordinary
skill in mechanical arts. His main work, Siddhanta siromani is a treatise in astronomy and
mathematics. It is written in verse which are of a controversial type and each stanza testifies to
his poetic excellence and brilliance as a mathematician. No doubt these verses were intended
both for the study of mathematics and enjoyment of the poetic grace and vivid imagery. Many
later scholars have written valuable commentaries on this work. In the year 1587, Akbar the
great Moghul Emperor got the “Lilavati’ translated into Persian by Abdul Fazel. Later, a trans-
lation of *Bujaganita’ was completed by Atta-ulla-Rushudee in 1634. Towards the end of last
century Taylor and Colebrooks came out with an English commentary of ‘Lilavati’.

Bhaskaracharya was born in the year 1114 A.D. and completed his masterpiece ‘Siddhanata
Siromani’ in 1150 when he was 36 years of age.

Bhaskara first spells out very clearly the rules governing arithmetic progressions which may
be applied to the above example.

Subtract unity from the number of terms (15), multiply by the common difference (5)
and add to the result the first terms (4) to determine the last term. Half the sum of the first and
last terms is the arithmetic term. The product of this number and the number of terms yields
the required sum. Applying these rules, we find:
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Lastterma, ~ =a+(n-1)d
=4+ (15-1)5
=74
Arithmetic Mean = (a + an)/2
=(4+74) /2
= 39
Total number of coins received by the Brahmins = 39 x 15 = 585.

In the given problem, let x* be the number of arrows

Then x*- 1/2x*-4x-6-3-1=0

That is, x*-8x = 20 A

from the above rules, x =\20 + 16 + 4 =10

therefore, x* = 100 which is the number of arrows in Arjuna’s quiver.

If we use the usual method of quadratic equations, we get two solutions for x,4 and 100.
Then using our common sense we accept the value 100. This is avoided in Bhaskaracharya’s
method.

Bhaskaracharya’s greatest strength lay in his ability to handle problems of indeterminate
equations. It is worth mentioning that Bhaskaracharya had even made use of differential equa-
tions long before the West had even thought about it.

The question that broods over the minds of every intelligent Indian today is--this country
had preserved the lamp of knowledge from extinction when all of Europe was enveloped in the
darkness of ignorance. How and when that lamp--the living spirit of science--parted from us?

Next we visited the Santa Cruz
Basilica. It is at a walkable distance from the
St. Francis Church. This church was built by
the Portuguese in 1505 and the Cathedral
was built in 1558. The Dutch controlled it
during their rule from 1663 to 1795. When
the British came into power, they destroyed
it and threw the ruins into the back waters.
Later many pieces were recovered during
dredging by a port officer, Mr. Winkler. He
erected a monument in memory of the Great
Fire of Cochin on 4-1-1889 using these
pieces. Years later the monument fell into
pieces due to unknown reasons. The ruins
lay in the courtyard for nearly 90 years. The
church was reconstructed by Mr. Joe
Fernandez on 24-1-1989. This church is
famous for its Italian paintings on the walls
and ceiling.

The next place of our visit was the
Dutch Palace at Mattancheri. This palace
was built by the Portuguese and presented to
the Raja of Kochi, Virakerala Varma in 1555
A.D. It acquired the present name after 1663
when the Dutch carried out some extensions
and repairs. Now it is a museum. The ware-
house of the palace was destroyed by the
British in 1806 for strategic reasons.
Covering a total area of about 300 sq. mts,
this palace is one of the oldest Portuguese
buildings. The coronation hall, wall
paintings, palanquins, weapons, crowns, old

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If I ask you to pick up the name of a
great mathematician of India of this century,
I hope you will not have any doubt to
suggest the name of Srinivasa Ramanujan.
He was the greatest mathematician that our
country has ever seen. He was not only the
greatest mathematician of India but also of
the whole world. .

Ramanujan was born on 21 December
1887 at Erode in Tamilnadu. He belonged to
poor high caste Aiyankar Brahmin family.
His father Kuppuswamy was an ill paid
accountant of a cloth merchant. Ramanuja
was his eldest son.

Ramanuja’s interest in mathematics
became evident from an early age. His
teachers recognising his abilities gave him
the work of preparing time tables for the
school.

He had a great passion for religion also.
His mother was a true follower of goddess
‘Namagiri’. His mother made him interested
in astrology and palmistry.

In 1903 he got first class in the School
Leaving Examination and got college
scholarship. He attempted college examinat-
ion twice but failed as he was mostly
wrapped only in mathematics and failed to
study any other subject. But he had already
progressed beyond any other text book
available in Kumbakonam or in the locality.

His parents got him married in 1909.
His bride Janakiammal was only ten.

He continued to look for a job. In 1912
he got a clerical post in Madras Port Trust.
There he had to do his equations on
discarded wrapping papers of Port Trust. He
was mostly interested in number theory, a
branch of mathematics that deals with the
subtle laws and relationships that govern the
numbers. By the middle of 1912 his work
was published in the ‘Journal of Indian
Mathematical Society’. Thus he became
familiar in Madras mathematical circles.

Professor Hardy of Cambridge
University once happened to read an article
of Ramanujan and he was very much
impressed. Ramanujan got a letter from
Hardy inviting him to his university. He
became the Fellow of Trinity College by the

“effort of Prof. Hardy.

In the spring of 1917 he got ill and his
doctors suspected that it was tuberculosis.
He had to go to hospital frequently. But his
mathematical skill was unaffected.

Once while visiting a nursing home in
London, Prof. Hardy began to chat with
Ramanujan about his taxi number 1729.
Ramanujan told him that it was a wonderful
number. It 1s the smallest number that can be
expressed as the sum of two cubes in two

different ways.

“On October 24. a Total Solar Eclipse (TSE) occurred in India”. This news adorned
the front pages of Indian newspapers recently. Now the question arises, what is a solar eclipse,
and how does it occur?

A total or partial obscuration of sunlight when viewed from the earth is called a solar
eclipse. During a solar eclipse, the moon takes up such a position between the earth and the
sun that it partially or completely obscures the light of the sun. If the moon obstructs the full
sun, there is Total Solar Eclipse (TSE), and if the moon obstructs only a part of the sun, it
will be a Partial Solar Eclipse (PSE). In a TSE, the edge of the sun is visible. A solar eclipse
occurs on New Moon day when the moon is in conjuction with the sun, but not on every
new moon because of thee inclination of the orbit of the moon.

During a TSE certain patterns of light appears which are called ‘Bailey’s beads’ and
diamond ring’. Those rays from the sun passing through the lunar surface give way to the
formation of diamond ring and those that pass through lunar valleys leads to the formation
of Bailey’s beads.

The earliest recorded solar eclipse occurred in China in 2137 B.C. Recently a solar
eclipse occurred on 24 October 1995, on a Diwali day. It was also the day on which the UNO
celebrated its S0th birth anniversary. The previous solar eclipse in India, which occurred on
a Diwali day was on 17 October 1762. A Total Solar Eclipse occurred in South India on 16
February 1980.

The path of the recent Total Solar Eclipse was about 100 kms wide. It began in Iran,
and from there it moved across Afganisthan, Pakistan, North India, Myanmar (Burma),
Thailand, Kampuchea (Cambedia), Vietnam, Northern Malaysia and Indonesia. Due to bead
weather conditions it was not seen in the Philippines. The path of the TSE in India extended
from Neem ka Thana in Rajasthan to Diamond harbour in West Bengal.

Solar Eclipse is of great significance to scientists. A solar eclipse is the only occasion
on which one can study the corona of the sun.

Solar eclipses have led to many discoveries about the sun. Many comets were also dis-
covered during eclipses. Helium, the inert gas was discovered during a solar eclipse. It was
discovered in 1868 independently by English Scientists Sir Joseph Norman Lockyer and
Pierrie Jansen. While studying the solar spectrum, they came across some lines which were

not observed earlier. These lines suggested the presence of a new element in the sun.

So
they feared the eclipse. There are superstitions connected with the solar eclipse in many other
nations too. But during the recent eclipse thousands of Indians watched the eclipse through
scientific methods and it proved that Indians no longer believe in those superstitions.

The next TSE will occur in India on 11 August 1999. But that eclipse wilil be seen only
from Andra Pradesh, Maharashtra and Gujarat.
