WORLD STILL EXIST?

It was probably hard for the people of ancient
times to imagine that the great monuments which
they called “the Seven Wonders of the World”
would ever vanish. But except for one, they have
all disappeared’!

That single remaining one is the pyramid of
cheops at Gizeh, Egypt. It was built about 5,000
years ago to serve as a tomb a pharoah and his
queen.

The second wopder was the great walls of
Babylon. They were built about 600 B.C. by the
famous king Nebuchadnezzar. Made of bricks and
100 metres high, today they are just a mass of
ruins.

The third wonder of the world was the statue of
God Zeus, at Olymbia, Greece, fashioned by the
Greek Sculptor Phidias. The figure was about 12
metres high, with gold robes, ivory flesh, and eyes
of precious gems. No trace of it exists.

The fourth wonder was the Temple of the god-
dess Diana at Ephesus. The roof was supported

by great stone columns 18 metres high, and the
temple contained some of the best works of Gre-
cian art. It was burned by the invading Goths in
A.D. 262.

The fifth wonder was the tomb in the city of
Halicarnassus. It was built for King Mausolus, who
died in 353 B.C. This was such a splendid struc-
ture and cost so much money, that now we call
any elaborately decorated tomb “a mausobum”.

The Sixth wonder was the Clossus of Rhodes,
a bronze statue of Helios, the sun god. It was about
32 metres high, and stood on the island of Rhodes.
It was destroyed in an earthquake in 224 B.C.

The Seventh and thé last wonder was the light
house of Pharos, begun about 283 B.C. on the
island of Pharos off the coast of Egypt. It is belived
it was almost 180 metres high above its base, with
a light burning at the top which guided ships to
port. The beacon served for more than 1,500
years before it was finally destroyed by an earth
quake.

How life began on earth? This was a question
without answer till the last century. During this cen-
tury the scientists found it. In this article | am try-
ing to describe about the beginning of life.

It is said that the earth had started its origin
before 460 crore years. At that time there were
nothing on the earth as we see now. There were
no strong soil like the soil of today at that time.
The earth was like a boiling liquid and the atmo-
sphere of earth was filled with many types of
gases.

Cooling effect was seen in the earth after some
years. The gases and vapours became clouds and
as a result of the formation of clouds, rain started.
It lasted for 10,000 years. Then earth cooled. The
surface of the earth developed thickness. The rain
water got collected in lower regions and deep pits
that turned into oceans and large lakes.

At that time lightning came to the earth from
the clouds in the atmosphere. Like that the ultra-
violet rays from the sun reached earth which was
1.5 crores of miles away. Those rays had to come
through different gases in the atmosphere. So
many changes happened to them. They became
new chemicals. These chemicals combined to-
gether and many other things were formed.

One of them was a chemical called ‘Amino ac-
ids’. Volcanic eruptions occured in the areas near
the seas. As a result of the heat of the volcanoes
and sun after many lakhs of years, the amino ac-
ids in the sea combined together to form the first
living being. It was a unicellular organism. After
some time some micro-organisms with the help
of sun’s rays made some chemicals. They became
the plants after many years.

This is the story of the first organism on earth.
At 1977 scientists got the fossil of very old organ-
ism from ‘FIFIG TRI' a place in south Africa. That
fossil had an oldness of 3 crore and 40 lakh years.

That fossil is the fossil of the oldest organism.

At present there are more than 10 lakh ani-
mals and 2 lakh plants. Each organism has its own
shape and character. This was first investigated
by an Austrian monk named gregor Mende:.

Swami Vivekananda was born in 1863 in the
city of Calcutta. His original name was
Narendranath Dutta. He was the son of a well
known lawyer. Viswanath Dutta &
Bhuvaneshwari Devi. She was a pious and in-
telligent lady. Narendran used to express his
opinion about all subjects without any fear. He
used to take part in the discussions conducted
by his father and his friends. His father encour-
aged this. Naren was an allrounder. He could
sing and was a good sportsman.

Naren passed F.A. & B.A. from General As-
sembly Institution. His subject was Philosophy.
Mr. Hasle, was the Principal of the institution.
Naren heard of Sri Rama  Krishna
Paramahamsa. As a student of Philosophy, the
question of God very much haunted his mind.
Was there a God? If there was a God, what was
he like? What were man's relationship with him?
Did He create this world, which was so full of
anomalies? These Questions destressed him.

To get the answers he joind the Brahma move-
« ment, headed by Keshaf Zen. For sometime he
¢ was satisfied with what the Brahma Sama]

taught him, but soon he began to feel it did'nt
quite touch the core of the matter, so far as reli-

* gion was concerned. During this period he hap-
* pened to meet Sri Rama Krishna at the house

of a neighbour, who invited Naren to him at
Dakshineshwar. Finally he went to Sri
Ramakrishna one day and asked him straight
away, if he had seen God. He said he had, and
it Naren so wished he could even show God to
him. Naren was impressed by this and gradu-

ally. accepted Sri. Ramakrishna as his Guru.
Even to Sri Ramakrishna Naren never hesitated
to express his opinion. Interestingly Sri
Ramakrishna never demanded complete sub-
mission to him.

Sri Ramakrishna was suffering from cancer.
He passed away in 1886. During his last days
Sri Ramakrishna founded a monastery at
Baranagar. Naren and other disciplies of Sri
ramakrishna started to live together. Naren as-
sumed the name Swami Vivekananda.

\ivekananda travelled extensively through In-
dia He was shocked to see the condition of ru-
ral India where people were ignorant, supersti-
tious. half starved and of caste tyranny. He was
shocked to see the so called educated upper
classes who never cared for the poor masses.
Even his eamest attempts to change their atti-
tude proved futile, They never cared his words
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since he was one of the many wandering monks. *
At this juncture Swamiji arrived in Madras and ¢
got a chance to go to U.S.A. for attending the ¢
parliament of Religions in Chicago, as a repre- ¢

sentative of Hinduism. His speech in the parlia-

ment made a tremendous impression in the ¢
west. Since the educated youths of India were
blindly following the western ideas they accepted |

Swamiji as the leader. So Swami was in a posi-
tion to seek their help in achieving some of his

goals. Swami Vivekananda passed away inthe
year 1902 at the age of 39. Vivekananda wrote

many books on philosophy, Religion and also
about his vision of New India. We can gain much
knowledge by reading these books.

Our sun seems big and important to us.
But really it is no different from all the stars
that we see as tiny spots of light in the night
sky. The stars seem so small because they
are so far away, but some are actually much
bigger and younger. By studying the stars sci-
entists can guess how our sun and the plan-
ets that circle round it were formed. The stars
all probably formed about 4,600 million years
ago and started as an enormous spinning
cloud of gas. Gradually, the gases at the cen-
tre of the cloud condensed logether to form
the planets. The outer planets, which lie far
from cold masses of gas and ice. The inner
planets lying closer to the sun are very hot.
The earth too was very hot when it was formed
it began as a mass of glowing gas which
gradually cooled and turned to liquid. Then a
social crust of rock formed on its surface. Even
today the inside of the earth is still hot. When
volcanoes erupt they throwout molten rocks
which we call lava.

The atmosphere of the earth at first con-
tained gases such as hydrogen,
carbondioxide, methane and ammonia. Wa-
ter too, was only steamy vapour in the air. It
took millions of years for the first rain to form.
Only then could streams and rivers appear.
The.seas and oceans formed when pools of
water gradually ran tigether. Many types of
chemicals were dissolved in these warm wa-
ters. When lightning from the storms struck
into the sates, electrical energy linked the
chemicals together in many different ways.
Eventually a chemical appeared that could
make more molecules of itself. That was the

beginning of life. Scientists belive that this first
form of life appeared about 3,000 million years
ago. The earliest types of life must have been
quite tiny and simple, like bacteria. They prob-
ably got their energy from breaking down other
complex chemicals around them. Some of
these early living things evolved a green
chemical that absorbed the energy from the
sunlight in order to make their own food. These
were the first plants and must have been like
microscopic sigled algae. Animals cannot
make their own food. They get their energy
from eating plants or eating other animals. So
they evolved after the first plants, perhaps
1,000 million years ago. These first animals
were tiny single celled organisms. Every liv-
ing organism must be able to do two things. It
must be able to use energy to make more of
its own body chemical so that it can grow. It
must be able to reproduce, making more or-
ganisms, each like itself. Each pair of animals
or plants can produce very many off spring
but in each generation most of the off spring
die before they grow up. That is why scien-
tists speak of a struggle for survival. Though
each organism is very like its parents no two
organisms are quite identical. Perhaps one
plant may be able to grow a little faster or one
animal may be able to run a bit farther than its
brother or sister. Any animal or plant with such
an advantage is more likely to be able to sur-
vive to grow up and produce its own offspring.
In this way by the “natural selection” of those
with advantages, animals and plants gradu-
ally change or involve over many generation.

A lot has happened
meanwhile, with natural disasters across the globe
as significant as the man-made ones which touch
the lives of thousands and add to the misery of many
more.

There have been moments, you will agree, when
we as a nation rightly felt proud of ourselves. Amartya
Kumar Sen of West Bengal, Who is the first Asian
to be sworn in the Master of Trinity College, Cam-
bridge University (Jan.14), also won the Nobel Prize
in Economics (Oct.14). After the 12-year gold
drought in the International meets, and eight more
agonising dates at the recent Asian Games in
Bangkok, our nation finally figured in the gold list
when Jyotirmoyee Sikdar of West Bengal won the

1500 metre run (Dec.14). The victory of the Indian
cricket team in the Coca-Cola cup in Sharjah
(Nov.13) tasted sweet and many of you would have
joined in the jubilation.

But will our pride remain if we think Japan which
is one-ninth the size of India, won 274 medals, 122
of them gold; South Korea, with three percent the
area, won 164 medals, 65 of them gold; Thaiwan,
that is one-hundredth the size won 77 medals in a
crop of 35 medals. The only explanation is, we are
shameless.

International meets are for the best. So you will
agree that we must stop taking part till we produce
world-class athletes. Why do we send large contin-
gents with officials outnumbering the sportspersons?
Because we are too blind to notice that we are be-
ing laughed at by the rest of the world. =

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Can we therefore feel proud as Indians?

In Violence, few can beat us. Bodos, Who de-
mand an independent Bodoland, have killed at
least 60 (Jan.13, sept. 15 and Dec.12): the mili-
tants of Jammu and Kashmir have wiped out more
than 60 persons so far (Jan.26, our Republic Day,
June 19 and July 27); the People’s War Group,
which wants justice for the poor in Andra
Preadesh, have struck at the State administration
again and again. On June 10, the PWG killed 13
armed force personnel in a landmine blast.

When a man was burnt alive by a frenzied mob
not far from Chennai (in May), none came forward
to save him. He carried a cellular Phone in his pocket
and could not be indentified after it was over. The
cause? Pepole said that he had AIDS and that he
was looking for innocent girls to infect. So the man
was killed because the mob suspected him.

Itis no better with our neighbours- the Sri Lankans
and the Pakistains. The price that the liberation Ti-
gers of Tamil Eelam (LTTE) extracts in terms of lives
has been high. Sri Lanka banned the LTTE (Jan.26)
but that has not curbed the terrorism. In Lahore,
Pakistan, gunmen riddled at least 60 in a Ahia Gath-
ering, killing 23 (Jan.11). Our leaders proudly an-
nounced that we had conducted five nuclear tests
in Pokran, Rajasthan (May 11 and May 13). The
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) fulfilled the promise it
made in its poll manifesto (Feb.3) - to make India a
Nuclear State. But at what price? Millions still have
little food to eat, hardly any clothes to wear and no
shelter for the night. You will find many sleeping on
the Pavements.

Pakistan tested five nuclear devices (May.28) and
then another (May.30) which is denied. The reprisal
from the “Conscience keepers of the world”, the elite
group of five nations who are nuclear powers, was
bitter and the pressure to sign the pro-West Com-
prehensive Test Ban Treaty (CTBT) mounted. The
U.S. President, Mr Bill Clinton asked India and Pa-
kistan to sign the CTBT (May 17) or else face sanc-
tions.

Can we really be proud as the largest democ-
racy? We have elected our representatives in the
States and the Centre (Feb 16, 22, 28 and March
7). Has it ever been real choice? The election re-
lated violence in Patna, Bihar (Feb 16). took the lives

of 18. So what seems to matter is firepower and
intrigue.

If democracy mattered, Why should the Uther
Pradesh Governor, Mr. Romesh Bhandari, dismiss
the Kalyan Singh Government (Feb 21) and put Mr.
Jagadambika Pal in his place? The Supreme Court
ordered “composite floor test” in the Uther Pradesh
Assembly (Feb 24) to check if Mr Kalyan Singh had
the support to rule the State. When the ousted Chief
Minister proved that he had the support of 225 mem-
bers of the House (Feb 26), the Supreme Court ruled
that he had the right to head the State Government
(Feb 27).

The parliamentary election ended with no party
in absolute command, but the BJP with some inter-
ested parties in tow staked its claim to form the
Government (March 10). It was allowed by the Presi-
dent, Mr. K.R. Narayanan and on March 15, Mr. Atal
Behari Vajpayee became the Prime Minister. His
front won the vote of confidence with 271 votes in
favour and 261 against. Does it matter to you who
the Prime Minister is? Has anything been done to
make your life easier, education simpler and more
enjoyable? Have the policy makers, for instance,
followed the example of Britain where many schools
have thrown out classics and replaced them with
stacks of good comics to encourage the young to
read (Dec 2) ?

The nation needs leaders with integrity, not min-
isters, members of Parliament and even Prime Min-
isters, who are dragged to court for criminal con-
spiracy-taking bribes, using money or muscle power
to silence dissent.

When the income tax department raided Bihar's
Urban Development Minister, Mr. Srinarain Yadav's
house (Dec 4), they found Rs. 90 lakhs in cash. na-
tional savings certificates and other assets worth Rs.
6 crores, a sum many of you will not see in your
lifetime. The money had been drained from the
Patna Development fund, and the State capital re-
mains in ruins. It is to crab this corruption that Mr.
Vajpayee introduced the Lok Pal Bill in the Lok
Sabha (Aug 3).

Can we be proud as a nation where women are
sold like cattle? A report (Dec 10) stated that in Tonk,
Rajasthan, Some parents sold their married daugh-
ters for Rs. 10000 to Rs 50000 - the sum that many

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of you, our young readers, spend during a three-
day trip to a holiday resort. Till date, 80 women have
been sold in Tonk.

The Congress (1) in its pre-election promises (Jan
24) “unreservedly apologised to the people of India”
for failing to protect the Babri Masjid on December
6 1992.

Never has our nation been at ease since Decem-
ber6, 1992. People are arrested to prevent violence
on the “Babri Masjid demolition anniversary” every
year. But the determined lot always finds a way.

The serial Blasts (Feb 14, 15 and 17) by the Al-
Umma, a committed group in Coimbatore, Tamil
nadu killed over 55 persons and injured hundreds,
many of them innocent.

The Datta Jayanti (Dec 3) in Bababudangiri,
Chikmagalur district of Karnataka where the major-
ity community flexed its muscles while the security
forces stood guard highlighted our weakness as a
nation.

We seem to be proud to bare our intolerance and
have blasphemed Hinduism that teaches us to be
sober.

Have we progressed? “Yes.” you will claim. You
have greater choice today than a decade ago. More
bottled drinks and a greater variety of chocolates to
choosefrom; more cars, fancy foreign programmes
on cable TV, Internet, had a chance to see your face
on the Cartoon Network. But you, the fortunate, are
less than a handful in this nation. Many in cur coun-
tries are not as lucky.

Only you can help lift this nation out of the pit it
has slipped into. After all no one knows what will
happen in the future.

What would happen if the huge, two-km wide
asteriod, “Asteriod 1997 FXII", hit the earth on Oc-
tober 27, 2028 around noon our time? If it landed in
the ocean, it would raise waves hundreds of metres
high. These would wipe out cities instantly. Or hit-
ting the ground at 27000 km per hour would be like
exploding 20 lakh Hiroshima-type bombs together
and it would vapourise millions of people. The sci-
entists at the Pasadens-based National Aeronau-
tics and Space Administration (NASA) have assured
the world (Nov 18) that the potato-shaped piece of
rock will pass at least 50000 km from the earth.

Some scientists have challenged this claim, but not
many are bothered.

On the brighter side of cosmic events, the Le-
onid showers (of tiny meteorites leftbehind by the
Comet Temple-Turttle) which were expected to light
up the sky like a million “flower pots™ (Nov 18) dis-
appointed many Indians. More so those of you in
the South who stayed awake to see the streaks of
light across the blue-black canvas.

The weather has a unique quality. Nothing is cer-
tain about its arrival and intensity. The weather-re-
lated losses in the last 11 months worldwide was
put 488 billions (nearly Rs. 3,80,000,00,00.000 which
is a hundred crore times what a lower midle class
family earns a month in India). The report (Nov 30)
said the disasters killed 32,000 persons and dis-
placed 300 millions all over the world.

As official figures tend to be underestimates, the
real toll was possibly higher. If you want some proof,
look at Pakistan which scaled down its population
figure to 130.58 millions (July 8)

Natural disasters stalked the world this year too.
Tornados ripped through Midnapore district and bor-
der areas or Orissa killing at least 200 people (March
24). A cyclone lashed Gujarat and some areas of
Rajasthan (June 9) took at least 81 lives. The land-
slip (August 18) in Malpa, Pitthorgarh district of ut-
ter Pradesh claimed the lives of more than 200 per-
sons, including the danseues, Protima Bedi, wife of
Kabir Bedi, the actor.

The earthquake that shuffled the Taha region of
Afganistah like a pack of cards (Feb 4, 7 & 8),
claimed over 5000 lives.

The quakes returned with a vengeance again to
hit the north-eastern areas of Afganistan (May 30)
killing another 500 people. The 10-metre high tidal
wave that stuck Aitapi region of Papua New Guinea
(July 18), drowned at least 1500 people.

There is little control over natural events. but the
forest fire (Feb 6) in Kalimantan in the Indonesian
territory of Borneo could have been prevented if men
had cared. Such disasters willmake you wonder,
“Could't this be prevented?”

The buses which fell into the rivers- the Padma
in Murshidabad, West Bengal (Jan 13) the Tawi
(March 30); The Beas in Himachal Pradesh (June
21 and Sept 25); the siyum in Arunachal Pradesh
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(June 12) - killing at least 230, including many chil-
dren not different from you; The train accidents at
unmanned level crossings (Jan 5, Feb 27 & Sept
25) killing many school children who were probably
playing inside just before the trains smashed the
buses; the buildings which collapsed in Mumbai
(March 17 & Aug 3) killing over 50; the stampede at
Mena (Saudi Arabia), during the ritual of “stoning
the devil” when surging crowds crushed 118 Haj pil-
grims to dealth (April 9). These were accidents which
could have been prevented if people cared.

The president of the United States, Mr. Bill Clinton
may be impeached (thrown out disgracefully) in the
days to come. As President, he had failed to live up
to the standard expected of him and behaved like a
ordinary citizen in having an affair with a White
House intern, Ms. Monica Lewinsky. He first denied
(Feb 6), but after evidence of his misconduct was
published in a 700 page report (March 13), he agreed
to face questioning in Lewinsky case (July 29)

In our great nation, the former police chief of
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Punjab, Mr. K.P.S. Gill's conviction for misbehaving
with Ms. Rupam Deol Bajaj was upheld by the
Punjab and Haryana Court (Aug 20).

How big are we Then?

If you look at the world map, or your globe at
home, you will neither find the house you live in nor
the streets you are familiar with. You will not find the
clouds, rain, snowfall, cyclones, floods or sand-
storms which may have touched your life and free-
dom during the last 359 days; If you look at a pic-
ture of the universe, our planet in the solar system
at the far end of Milky Way galaxy will not even be a
dot. But what happens in this dot matters to you now
or will in the future.

Can we be proud, and blinkers? After all we are
less than an insignificant dot on the canvas of the
Universe. In this dot, the future of our nation, If not
the world, will pass into your hands in the years to
come.
