gases breaking out through cracks. Each time
a comet passes the sun it loses millions of
tonnes of ice, everntually leaving a dark, dead
nucleus or just a trail of dust.

DEAD COMETS AND SHOOTING STARS:

Long after a comet has run out of bright
gas and faded for good, anything that is left of
the nucleus, along with a stream of dust par-
ticles, continues in the same orbit. When the
Earth passes through this orbit, thousands
of particles burn up as shooting stars in the
atmosphere. These are the meteor showers
that seem to radiate out from the same place
in the sky at the same time each year. Spec-
tacular storms look as if they emerge from
particular constellations. For example, the
Perscid shower, which follow comet swift-
tuttle, appears from the constellation perseus,
while the orionids, which follow the Halley's
comet, seem to come from orion.

THE OORT'S CLOUD:

Far out, on the edge of the solar system,
lies a gigantic cloud of billions of frozen com-
ets, called the Oort cloud. Some comets are
concentrated in a disc beyond Pluto’s orbit,
while others are randomly disrupted upto a
light year or more away. The gravity of nearby
star ‘knocks’ these comets from their orbits
towards the Sun. About 10 comets a year are
new comers to the inner solar system, where
many become trapped. The Oort Cloud may
be debris left over from when the solar sys-
tem was formed. If so, comets may be able to
tell the conditions when the sun was born.
