sized patience to sit through the three hour movie. Peter Jackson’s Kind Kong is a rcmdk-:: of the 1933
black and white classic. It is the second remake of the film; the first one was made in 1976 by John
Guillermin.

Most of us are familiar with the story. Carl Denham(Jack Black), an ambitious though slightly
foolish film maker, sets sail to the mysterious skull Island with his crew. On board is leading lady
Ann Darrow(Naomi Watts), a struggling actress whose vauderille show has just closed down, and
screenwriter Jack Driscoll(Aldrien Brody).

When they do reach the island, death and disaster await them. Ann is kidnapped by natives
who offer her to Kong, a gigantic ape. However, instead of killing her, kong and Ann develop a bond.
Under carl’s directions, King Kong is captured, brought to New York and put on display in a Broadway
show, from which he escapes, wreaking havoc. It’s a tragic tale of the beauty and the beast. But
Jackson’s film fails to capture the very essence of the story.

You need to wait about an hour before you eventually get to meet king Kong,
probably because the director has three long hours to fill. The special effects, especially
in the jungle, are spectacular and the highlight of the film. Brontosaurus, Trexes,
giant insects and arachnids fill the screen, making the scenes both creepy and terrifying.
The film has its scary and violent moments too- the scene where carl and party chance
t upon the natives is spine chilling. So, may be the very young among you would be
= better off watching the film with an adult.

e However, far too much time is once again spent on skull Island. Ann’s bonding
with Kong is sketchy at best. And the scenes after Kind Kong is brought to New York
seem a bit hurried, making the film rather disappointing , and rather unconvincing.

Humans have been using micro organ-
isms for thousand of years to obtain porducts like
curd, wine, vinegar etc, But they didnot know that
Micro organisms were first used to produce some
organic compunds like citric acid, Later level of
production has increased with genetic improve-
ment. eg penicillin yield improved by a factor of
1000. However, there has been no change in the
type of product.It is also called old biotecnology.

Genetically Modified crops.

GM crops are transgenic crops which
contain and express on or more useful foreign
genes or transgenes. The technique of G.M crops
hace 2 advantages.(i) Any gene from any organ-
ism or a synthetic gene can be incorporated. (ii)
change in genotype is percisely controlled.

— or, in the language of relativity, the space around if
becomes increasingly deformed. Eventually gravity
gets so strong that nothing can escape; an event horizon
is formed, and matter and energy must inevitably
collapse into a singularity.

A quantitative analysis of this idea led to the
prediction that a stellar remnant above about three to
five times the mass of the Sun (the ToJman-
Oppenheimer-Volk would be unable to
support itself as a neutron star via degeneracy pressure.
and would inevitably collapse into a black hole. Stellar
remnants with this mass are expected to be produced
immediately at the end of the lives of stars that are
more than 25 to 50 times the mass of the Sun. or by
accretion of matter onto an existing neutron star.

Stellar collapse will generate black holes containing
at least three soiar masses. Black holes smaller than
this limit can only be created if their matter is subjected
to sufficient pressure from some source other than self-
gravitation. The enormous pressures needed for this

e,



are thought to have existed in the very

early stages of the universe, possibly creating

4 | primordial black holes which could have masses
smaller than that of the Sun.

Supermassive black holes are believed to exist in
the center of most galaxies, including our own Milky
Way. This type of black hole contains millions to
billions of solar masses, and there are several models
of how they might have been formed. The first is via
gravitational collapse of a dense cluster of stars. A
second is by large amounts of mass accreting onto a
"seed" black hole of stellar mass. A third is by repeated
fusion of smaller black holes.

Recent discoveries

In 2004, astronomers found 31 candidate
supermassive black holes from searching obscured
quasars. The lead scientist said that there are from two
to five times as many supermassive black holes as
previously predicted.

In June 2004 astronomers found a super-massive
black hole, 00906+6930, at the centre of a distant
galaxy about 12.7 billion light years away. This
observation indicated rapid creation of super-massive
black holes in the early universe.

In November 2004 a team of astronomers reported
the discovery of the first intermediate-mass black hole
in our Galaxy, orbiting three light-years from
Sagittarius A*. This medium black hole of 1,300 solar
masses is within a cluster of seven stars, possibly the
remnant of a massive star cluster that has been stripped
down by the Galactic Centre.'” This observation may
add support to the idea that supermassive black holes
grow by absorbing nearby smaller black holes and
stars.

In February 2005, a blue giant star SPSS
J090745.0+24507 was found to be leaving the Milky
Way at twice the escape velocity (0.0022 of the speed
of light). The path of the star can be traced back to the
galactic core. The high velocity of this star supports
the hypothesis of a super-massive black hole in the
centre of the galaxy.

The formation of micro black holes on Earth in
particle accelerators has been tentatively
