The moment | alighted from the bus, | saw a group of pathetic looking old people staring at us from
an old building about twenty meters from the bus. Normally we were like a bunch of chattering hyper-
active monkeys who did not know what silence was. We were always too busy exercising our mouths
or other parts of our anatomy. But that morning in the compound of the old folk's home, we were all
very quite.

For the first time in my life, | came face to face with old, neglected people. They were no different
from my grandparents their physical appearance but the look on their face told a very different story.
Most of them were in no position to be physically active. So, they just remained as they were when
teacher led us into the main building that housed the inmates. Inside the building wer saw the sorry
state of the residents. Some old men were lying in bed, some were sitting and some were simply
standing stock still. The rest probabaly were not even aware of our presence.

Our teacher talked to few of them. Some of them made attempts to reply. But most just stared
without saying anything. They simply did not have the strength nor the interest to make conversation.
Those who were able to answer invariably told us of how they ended up in the home in the twilight of
their lives. The common cause was that nobody wanted them. Some of them had no relatives and
some were left at the home by their very own sons who could not look after them!

We spent about two hours at home. We left the home in a mood. Any way we learned some good
lessons that day. When | shared this experience with my grandfather, he told that - "those parents in
the oldage home are actually fools because they loved their children very much but failed to teach
them moral values.

But it is a fact that some people prefer to stay in oldage home as they can't. approve the style of
youth and to a get relief from the noisy children.

Smoking

Itis n't just fun when you know the dangers.. smoking is
injurious to health not just yours but society as well. You
could be the victim of tobacco related diseases, and this
can be just by being passive smokers and the hazards are
enormous

Passive smoking means inhaling smoke that is exhaled
by a smoker. The greatest danger is at home where a smoker
breathes out poisonous fumesin a confined area, with poor
ventilation and children are worst affected.

A smoker is a walking chimney the only difference between a factory chimney and this human
chimney is that the former comes under the pollution control board , whereas the latter has no such
controls Chimneys pollute the air with poisonous fumes but the latter is more dangerous than the
former.

Tobacco smoke is a known environment pollution and tobacco-smoke can cause lung cancer,
heart disease, bronchitis asthma pneumonia and middle ear infection.

To ublish a magine has recently become a part of co-curricular activities of a school. A school
or a collage publishes it yearly or bi yearly. Primary schools do not publish them. Only higher second-
ary school, Intermediate and degree collages publish them, so they are their periodicals

A School or a collage needs to publish magazines to make known its progress to the public, to
develop a habit of writing among its students & increase their general knowledge'

A School magazine is quite different from other magazines. It contains the writing of the students
and teachers.. Other magazines have far wider circulation. So they have articles of public interests.
A school magazines has only pictures or photos of school activities while the other magazines have
all sorts of pictures or photos. An annual fee is charged from the students for the magazines while
other magazines are sold for some prices in the market

A school magazine has many advantages. Students learn how to write through them. They feel
interest or pride to see an article published in the magazine with their names. So they are encouraged
to read or write. They begin to study more and practice writing. So authors, poets& dramatists are
created from among them.

In a school magazine reports of the progress of students the prizes the medals they won are
published. Their photos are also printed. All this encourage them. They begin to study well to get
merits and their photos are published there. They also begin to partake in games and sports and
debates and other activities for their name and frame.

Thirdly, it brings the student in close contact with one another. Through them the students begin to
know the writers and their ideas. The writer studies books other than those of his course. Thus his
knowledge develops. Writing power also grow in him. Their thinking or reasoning powers also in-
crease. Thus they acquire a command over the language

Fourthly the student's are benefitted by the writings of their teachers. The teachers also contrib-
ute their essays, poem or stories in it. They also give practical suggestions. To the students for
studying a particular subject. Thus they learn how to study or how to write their own topics.

For its publication, an editorial board is appointed by the Principal. Two or three senior teachers
and three or four students of senior classes constitute, the board, The board invites articles from the
students and teachers, edit them, and get them published in the magazine. Report of the school
activities are sent by the incharges of different activities which are also published in them

‘Thus a school magazines is the mirror of a school or a guide to the students. It trains the mind or
develops the art of writing among the students. Hence every school should have a magazine pub-
lished.
